Cash in your eligible drink containers for 10c at one of the 205 
refund points across WA, including the City of Fremantle’s new 
refund point located next to the Recycling Centre on Montreal 
Street. You can earn a bit of extra cash, raise money for your 
local sports club or even donate to your favourite charity. 
Eligible containers include most aluminium, glass, plastic, steel 
and liquid paperboard beverage containers which are typically 
consumed outside the home. The container deposit scheme aims 
to incentivise Western Australians to recycle more containers to 
create a dramatic reduction in litter, a huge increase in recycling 
rates, and help build more pride in the places we live. In WA over 
1 million containers were returned through the program on the 
first day and 100,000 visits to refund points were made within 
the first 3 weeks!

Don’t place your toiletries, or small plastic items in the recycling 
bin. 

When they reach our Materials Recovery Facility, they fall through 
the sorting screens and end up in the glass line. As you can see 
from the photo, there are an awful lot of small plastic items and 
bottle lids that will still need further sorting before the glass can 
be recycled into road base.

Instead, toiletry items should be placed in your general waste 
bin. Bottle tops can be collected and dropped at locations.
