Have you ever considered what actually happens to your rubbish once it leaves your 
vergeside collection? We have been filming a new video to provide a closer look at 
the journey items undergo in the resource recovery process. Using a combination of 
equipment, including GoPro cameras and drone videography, the footage will give 
a unique view of the Materials Recovery Facility, the Green Waste Facility and the 
Waste Composting Facility. The video also includes Nutrarich’s processing facility 
in Brookton where RRRC’s compost is blended for agricultural use. The film will be 
available for viewing shortly on our website.

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Did you know?
Installing low energy light globes 
in your house is one of the simplest 
ways you can reduce your energy 
and waste footprint.

Over 50% of Australian houses have 
inefficient lighting.

Low energy light globes use only 
20% of the energy that traditional 
incandescent globes use*.

Low energy globes last on average 
eight times longer. Light emitting 
diodes (LEDs) and compact 
fluorescent lamps (CFLs) are the most 
energy efficient forms of lighting.

What can you do?
Choose CFLs or LEDs. They use up 
to 80% less energy to produce the 
same amount of light and cost less 
to run. 

Solar powered lights are an energy 
efficient way to light your driveway 
and garden path.

Always dispose of your globes 
correctly. CFLs contain mercury, 
cannot be placed in your household 
bins and must be taken your nearest 
Hazardous Household Waste (HHW) 
disposal site. Check the Recycle 
Right app for drop-off points near 
you.
